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 During the summer of 
2009, the editorial office 
of City & Community 
moved from the Univer-
sity of Illinois-Chicago to 
Brown University in Provi-
dence, Rhode Is-
land.  Conceived in 1998, 
the first issue of the first 
journal dedicated to ur-
ban sociology was pub-
lished in 2002 under the 
editorship of Anthony 
Orum. The second Editor, 
Hilary Silver, is assuming 
responsibility for City & 
Community with the 2010 
volume.    
 Today, City & Com-
munity remains the only 
section journal of the 
American Sociological 
Association. As Tony 
Orum recalls the origins 
of the journal, ñBarry 
Wellman, Sharon Zukin 
and Nancy Denton said 

there was a section jour-
nal and wanted to know if 
I would be editor. I was 
very complimented and 
agreed. And then they 
turned around and said 
there was no journal! I 
thought they were asking 
me to be manager of a 
journal and I discovered I 
had to be father of it.ò In 
addition to the founders 
just mentioned, other ur-
ban sociologists instru-
mental in setting up the 
journal were Harvey 
Choldin, Ray Hutchison, 
John Logan, Lyn Lofland 
and Michael Schwartz. At 
the ASA, Felice Levine 
and Karen Edwards 
helped the section iden-
tify the present publisher, 
Wiley-Blackwell.   
 For six years, the ca-
pable Managing Editor of 
City & Community was 
Zachary Neal, now of 
Michigan State.  He is 
succeeded by Sukriti Is

sar, a doctoral candidate 
at Brown.  Sharon Zukin 
described the process by 
which the journal came to 
its new home.  ñDuring

cities, combined with 
strong training at the 
graduate level in quanti-
tative studies of spatial 
structure, segregation 
and immigration as well 
as urban sociology. The 
journal provides an op-
portunity to enhance the 
visibility of Brownôs offer-
ings in the urban field. 
The city of Providence 
also provides superb con-
text for urban studies 
since it is recognized as a 
revitalized city that takes 
progressive urbanism 
seriously.ò     
 In addition to the new 
editor and managing edi-

tor, the journal staff con-
sists of two continuing 
Associate Editors, 
Sharon Zukin and Nancy 
Denton, who provide con-
tinuity during the transi-
tion to the new editorial 
office. There are also two 
new book review editors, 
Robert Adelman and 
Gregory Squires, and a 
15-member Editorial 
Board.      
 The transition process 
began in the winter of 
2008, and the journalôs 
day-to-day operations 
were phased in at Brown 
over the summer of 2009. 
The previous editorial 
office of Tony and Zak 
provided extensive guid-
ance to the neophytes. 
City & Community is con-
tinuing many of the poli-
cies that made the journal 
a success.  The existing 
procedures for manu-
script submission and 
review will not change. All 
manuscripts are submit-
ted by email, are blinded, 
anonymized, and sent to 
two reviewers. Authors 
sometimes propose a 
topic to the Editor or ask 
about a manuscriptôs suit-
ability prior to submis-
sion.  Such inquiries are 
welcome. We depend on 
CUSS members to be 
active reviewers and con-
tributors to the journal. 
 There are several in-
novations to the journal 
since it moved to its new 
home. The new editorôs 
ñinauguralò issue of City & 
Community features per-
spectives on President 
Obamaôs urban policy. 
Key scholars and policy 
analysts have contributed 

articles to the special is-
sue, including William 
Julius Wilson, Margery 
Turner, Michael Katz, 
Gregory Squires and 
Derek Hyra. Other 
changes will begin with 
the first issue of Volume 
9. First, we are moving to 
a new publication system, 
EarlyView, which allows 
articles and book reviews 
to be posted online be-
fore they appear in a print 
issue.

One type renews and 
adapts longstanding reli-
gious, cultural, and civic 
traditions to a dynamic, 
multiethnic society. The 
second type attempts to 
introduce Americans to 
the many religious and 
cultural traditions from 
outside the United States. 
Using fieldwork on 
churches, karate schools, 
and other organizations 

in a racially mixed, Chi-
cago Southside neighbor-
hood as well as a broader 
analysis of race and relig-
ion in the 1972ï1998 
General Social Survey, Yi 
combines classical de-
mocratic theory with com-
pelling personal stories 
and rigorous empirical 
analysis.
